
Support for our service personnel – whether we 
think military action overseas is right or wrong – 
is a great unifier in this country, and the 
professionalism and heroism of our armed forces 
is an enduring source of national pride. 
 

I believe in a simple principle – that people who 
risk their lives and fight for our country should 
be allowed to live in our country.  But under the 
Government’s rules, Gurkhas who have put their 
lives on the line and served in our Armed Forces, 
but retired before 1997, don’t have that right.   
  

Last week, Conservatives, Liberal Democrats and 
a small number of Labour MPs combined to vote 
in favour of giving all Gurkhas equal rights of 
residence - forcing the Government to review its 
unfair rules and think again.  Unfortunately, the 
Labour MP for Warwick and Leamington failed 
to support this campaign.   
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
